Terms you need to know for the test:
Separation:  husband and wife who are trying a period of living apart from each other
Divorce:  a legal end to a marriage contract

Sexual Abuse:  category that includes inappropriate touching of a child by an adult
Emotional Abuse:  negative statements that can destroy a person’s sense of worth
Emotional Neglect:  condition that occurs when parents fail to give their child love & support
Physical Abuse:  punishment that leaves a mark that can be seen the next day
Blended Family:   Is formed by single parents who remarry
Nuclear Family:  Consists of parents & their biological or adopted children
Extended Family:  May include close relatives
Single Parent Family:  About 90% are headed by mothers
Empathy:  U putting yourself in another persons shoes
Gender Roles: Behaviors or attitudes that are socially accepted as feminine or masculine
Stereotype: exaggerated or oversimplified beliefs/”labeling”
Clique: A tight, close knit, group of people
Diversity: Differences in race, language, beliefs, etc.
Prejudice: an unfair opinion or judgment of a particular group of people
Intolerance: Lack of acceptance of other’s opinions, beliefs, or actions
Victim: Person who is attacked and harmed physically
Instigator: Person who encourages fighting between other while staying out of the fight
Assailant: Person who physically attacks another person
Peer Pressure: Influence that friends and onlookers have on a person
